Dear Parents/Carers of FS/Y1/Y2 Children
HOME LEARNING ARRANGEMENTS
Further to the closure of school, I am now writing to give you information about home learning. 
We will:
1. Send you information about remote learning including a timetable for the day.
2. Plan and record lessons for children to complete and upload on Seesaw.
3. Set up an initial live meeting on Microsoft Teams, with the class and class teacher to talk about the expectations, timetable and work.  The class teacher will then coordinate an end of the day live teaching sessions with your child and their class as appropriate.
4. Our Pastoral Team will determine which children may need additional help with their learning whilst working at home.

Over previous weeks, we have developed our remote learning offer for children further, drawing on our experiences and taking feedback from children and parents.  As a result, we will be using Seesaw and will be incorporating two live sessions with the whole class using Microsoft Teams. 
This letter is accompanied by information about how to use the Microsoft Teams and Seesaw learning platforms, together with details of how to login and video clips for you to watch.  Hopefully, following previous advice regarding this sent to you, you will already have logged in and are familiar with both systems and joined our practice meetings.
We have sent a timetable for home learning which will provide the children with a structured approach to their lessons and will incorporate a range of learning to benefit academic progress, and the children’s physical and mental health.  

We understand that many of you, you will be working from home and/or have other commitments.  I also appreciate that it is a very challenging time in balancing the support you can give your child against those other commitments.  With this in mind, we will send all your lessons for the day in the morning, so that if you are unable to follow the timetable, you can do them at a time which works for you. 
The day will start with a PE session on Seesaw to get the children active and ready for the day.  The first live MS Teams session will be with your class teacher at 0930 and your teacher will be in touch over Seesaw as to which day this will start.  This will be a short session when your class teacher will give a brief outline of the day’s Seesaw activities. You will receive a calendar invite through Microsoft Teams for these sessions. Today, there will be no Teams meeting to give you chance to get organised but there will be work on Seesaw.
We have included more detail regarding matters discussed in this letter in a FAQ, based on questions we have received from children and parents.  If you have any further queries, please do not hesitate to ask.  I would suggest keeping the details we have sent to hand, should the need arise to refer to it in the future.
Our thanks to you all in your support for the school and your children’s education during this time. By working together, we hope we can not only protect the health of our local community, but also ensure we do our best for children should they be learning at home.
