Grammar and punctuation is taught within all reading and writing lessons, with reference to the class text and genre. The children are exposed to different grammar and punctuation techniques throughout The Write Stuff. They are shown how to use it in context and apply what they have learned to their writing. Grammar and punctuation is also taught through a stand alone lesson each week to introduce new concepts progressively. When new concepts are introduced is shown above, as part of the progression framework for GaPS. Spelling is taught through 15 minute sessions daily, following the progressive knowledge and skills approach created by Jane Considine. The children investigate different spelling rules and lean rules for becoming life long spellers rather than spelling in the moment. 
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
