HOUSE PHOTOGRAPHY COMPETITION

The House Council is running a House Photography Competition for children from Year 4 to Year 6. The closing date for entries is Friday 6 December.

The best photographs will also be submitted to this year’s Rotary Young Photographer Competition regional heats. 

The photo must be based on the theme ‘Wonderful Water’ and be in digital format of at least 1500 pixel on the longest length. The entries must be emailed to enquiries at the school (enquiries@malcolmsargent.lincs.sch.uk with the subject heading House Photography Competition) and be no more than 15Mb in size. Your child’s name and class should accompany the photo please.

The photos can be a close-up artistic image, or a panorama; in fact any creative, imaginative piece linked to the theme! It is hoped that children, whilst supported, will be completing this work independently and therefore have some knowledge of how to use a digital camera or phone and some idea of how to create photographs that are visually artistic or meaningful. 

Our school art leader will be judging the House Competition, with a medal awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place for each year group or phase (depending on how many entries are submitted). House Points will be added to House Totals for all entries submitted and 50 points awarded for finalists, 1st to 3rd. 

Entrants of photographs which are submitted to the Rotary Young Photographer Competition will be notified and an additional form completed to accompany the entry. Finalists chosen from the regional heats will then have their photograph submitted to the District Finals. Further details will be given out to entrants that have been selected for this competition. 

The judging criterion for the competition is:

· Technical merit

· Content and composition

· Imagination and style

· Relevance to the theme of ‘Wonderful Water’

We very much hope your child will enjoy taking part in this new and exciting competition and look forward to receiving their creations.
