GRANTHAM SWIMMING GALA TRIALS – MONDAY 24 FEBRUARY 2025
We are entering the Grantham Swimming Gala again this year, which will take place in Grantham on Friday 7 March 2025.
We are therefore asking you to nominate your child if they can confidently swim 25m in any of the following disciplines and if they would be happy to participate, representing our school: 
· Breaststroke
· Backstroke
· Front crawl (25m & 50m in Y5/6)
· Butterfly (5/6 only)
The race groupings last year were:

· Y3 boy/girl
· Y4 boy
· Y4 girl
· Y5 boy
· Y5 girl
· Y6 boy
· Y6 girl
These groupings will be confirmed in due course. 
However, at this stage, we just want to gauge interest so we can hold trials. If you feel your child is confident in swimming 25m in the above disciplines, then we will take the children across to a local pool for trials on Monday 24 February 2025 and run our own races to determine our strongest team. At this stage, we would recommend your child trying out in any of their strongest events as they may be the 3rd fastest but could still be included in a relay or back up if someone else is entered in another event.
A reminder to bring kit on this day will be sent out closer to the time, but please ensure your child brings their swimming kit, towel x2, hat, goggles and a water bottle (no earrings can be worn) on 24 February for the trial afternoon. To save time, the children should wear their swimming costumes under their PE kit.  All children taking part in the trials should wear their PE kit for the day, even if it is not their usual PE day.

We will be leaving school around 1245 and returning around 1500 in time for normal collection.  The Y4 and Y6 children will have an early lunch with Y3 and Y5 children eating at their normal time.
If selected, the actual event will be on 7 March 2025 in Grantham, starting at 0900 and running until approximately 1200.  We will need to leave promptly at 0745 so if your child can not attend that day for any reason, then we ask you not to put their names forward.
More information will follow for those successfully chosen, but for now, please complete the attached Parentmail Form by 0900 on Wednesday 12 February 202 so we can make the necessary arrangements for transport and accompanying adults.
