TRIP TO PETERBOROUGH CITY MUSEUM – MONDAY 24 MARCH 2025

As part of our Roman Britain topic next term, we have organised an exciting trip to Peterborough City Museum to explore the different aspects of Roman life in Britain and in our local area. The trip will take place on Monday 24 March. The children will explore life in 300AD in Durobrivae in the Archaeology Gallery, learn the skills of a Roman apprentice potter and meet either a Roman Soldier to find out about life in the Roman Army or a Roman Surgeon to find out about Roman health and hygiene.
We will be leaving school at 0900 to arrive at the Museum for 0930. Children will then return to school by 1510 for normal collection time.  We will be travelling by coach and so booster seats are not required.

Children will need to wear full school uniform and have with them a light coat in case of rain.  They should also have a small backpack into which they should place their packed lunch, drinks and snacks.  Please ensure that you do not order a hot meal for the day of your child’s trip and provide a packed lunch instead.  If your child is eligible for Free School Meals, we will send you a form via your child which will allow you to order a packed lunch from Dolce.  Please follow the instructions on the form and return it before the deadline which is at least one week prior to the trip date.  If you require any assistance regarding lunches, please contact Mrs Bell at the school office.

If your child has an auto-adrenaline injector or an asthma inhaler in school, we will take these with us automatically.  If your child requires any other medication, including travel sickness tablets, please speak to your child’s class teacher.

We are very grateful to the school PTFA which has made a substantial donation to us to reduce the cost of this trip.  However, to make the trip viable, we still need to request a voluntary contribution from parents to cover the remaining cost of the transport, entrance fee and activities of £7.30 per child.  We have set-up a payment form on Parentmail so that you can make your payment direct to school and which will also give your permission for your child to attend the trip. To access the payment, please open ParentMail, click on the menu at the top left of the screen (three small horizontal lines), then choose Payments, and then choose Shop at the foot of the Payments screen. Please ensure that the permission and payment is made by no later than 0900 on 22 March 2025 to allow time for cancellation.  (
We will also require the assistance of two parent helpers per class.  If you would like to help, please let your child’s class teacher know.

This will be a super trip and one that your child will thoroughly enjoy; we are all looking forward to it.
