BUS TOUR OF STAMFORD – MONDAY 17 MARCH 2025
As part of this term’s topic, ‘On Our Doorstep’ the FS children will be going on a bus trip around Stamford on Monday 17 March between approximately 0945 and 1130, returning in time for lunch.  The purpose of the trip is to support our learning on the topic, develop awareness of road and pedestrian safety around a bus, allow children to experience travelling on a bus and identify Stamford landmarks on the route.

For your information, we only use coaches which have either lap belts or three-point seatbelts fitted in every seat.  Booster seats are not required on coaches.

You have already given permission for your child to attend local trips when your child was admitted to the school but if you wish to withdraw your child from this trip, please advise your class teacher.  
If your child has an auto-adrenaline injector or asthma inhaler in school, we will take these with us automatically.  If your child requires any other medication, including for travel sickness, please speak to your class teacher.  
Children should wear full school uniform as normal on the day and ensure that they have a coat with them.  No additional snacks or drinks will be required as the trip will not take more than one hour.

To make the trip viable, we are requesting a voluntary contribution from parents to cover the cost of the bus of £2.40 per child.  We have set-up a payment form on Parentmail so that you can make your payment direct to school. To access the payment, please open ParentMail, click on the menu at the top left of the screen (three small horizontal lines), then choose Payments, and then choose Shop at the foot of the Payments screen. Please ensure that the permission and payment is made by no later than 0900 on 10  March 2025 to allow time for cancellation.  (
We very much hope your child will enjoy their bus trip with us.
