WHOLE SCHOOL PHOTO AND YEAR 6 INDIVIDUAL AND GROUP PHOTOS
On Wednesday 4 June, after half term, Tempest will be visiting us to take a whole school photo and our Y6 group and individual photos.  The whole school photo includes all pupils, staff and trustees. 
We only take these large-scale photographs periodically and to ensure that we have a smart appearance on this memorable occasion, we are asking for your assistance with what your child wears to school on the day. Please ensure that your child is wearing full uniform (not summer options please such as shorts and summer dresses).  Children should not come to school in PE kit, as the photo will be taken immediately after registration. They should however bring their PE kit into school with them, if it is their PE day.  Y6 children cannot wear hoodies for the whole school photo and so should wear their normal school sweatshirt and tie.  Socks should be grey. This is especially important for the younger children who are on the front rows. Having all the children in the same uniform really enhances the overall look of the photo rather than a mishmash of different colours and uniforms!

The photo will be taken with the children on rigging which is erected first thing on the field.  As the photo is outside, it will be weather-dependent and cancelled if it is raining, as it is not safe to use the rigging in wet weather.  If we cancel, we will try to re-schedule as soon as possible.

For the Y6 photos, Tempest will take a year group photo and individual photos and the Y6 children can wear their hoodies for this photo if they wish.
Proofs of the photos will follow in due course and ordering will be online using a unique code, which will be provided to you with the proofs.

We are very much looking forward to this photo being taken; the photos are a lovely memento of your children’s time with us.
