Dear Parents of Bronze Ambassadors,
MINI COMMONWEALTH GAMES – TUESDAY 10 JUNE 2025
We are pleased to confirm that we our Bronze Ambassadors have been invited to support and assist our Y4 children during inspire+’s annual Mini Commonwealth Games. Inspire+ works with the school on various sporting and PE initiatives.  
The Mini Commonwealth Games provides children in school with the opportunity to try many Olympic and Paralympic sports. In addition, the children will have an opportunity to meet our VIP sports personalities in our ‘Meet the Stars’ area and be led by the Royal Opera House which choregraphs the closing ceremony dance.  This will comprise a cheerleading routine which your child will learn and in which they will participate. Each day will see over 500 primary school children taking part.
This event will take place at the South Kesteven District Council Stadium at Grantham Meres Leisure Centre (NG31 7XQ) on Tuesday 10 June. Please arrange for your child to be at school at 0830 prompt, as we will need to take the registers and then leave school at 0845.  This will give us time to arrive in time to take our seats for the staff briefing at 1000 and watch the opening ceremony which is between 1015 and 1045.  The closing ceremony is between 1345 and 1415. Between these times the teams will be taking part in a range of Olympic and Paralympic sports.  We anticipate that the children will be back at school ready for collection at the usual time. 

On the day, please send your child into school in their PE kits as appropriate for the weather, ie shorts/skorts with t-shirts and/or joggers and sweatshirts.  If it is sunny, please apply sun cream to your child before school and then also send in a named bottle of sun cream, and sun hats.  The children will need to apply their own sun cream during the day.  If it is colder, please supply a jacket or coat.  The children will need to bring with them plenty of snacks and drinks, and a packed lunch.  If your child is eligible for Free School Meals and you would like us to provide a packed lunch, please contact Mrs Bell at the office.  Please note that Dolce requires one week’s notice for the provision of packed lunches. Spare clothes, sun cream, hats, snacks, drinks and lunches should be packed into a small rucksack.
If your child requires an inhaler/auto-adrenaline injector, these will automatically be taken with us to the event. If your child requires any other medication, please let your class teacher know directly.
Under data protection rules, and as this is a public event, there is no restriction on photography or videography.  All images will be owned by the person who took them, and we will not be able to control what distant images are taken or where they will be posted.  However, we can inform the two official photographers to make sure they speak with our staff before our team picture, and do not take individual pictures of any members of our school without our permission.  This will allow us to remove any children from staged/individual pictures.  If this is of concern to you, please contact your child’s class teacher as soon as possible.
Inspire+ would like to invite you and your family, free of charge, to come along to the games to see your children supporting this event. You will be able to access the main stand in the athletics stadium but would not be allowed onto the track with the teams.  You are welcome to come and go from the stadium as you please during the event (although the children will remain with the school staff the whole day in the stadium). The opening and closing ceremonies are particularly spectacular to see in true Olympic style! We hope you can attend and support the children as they parade past the main stand in their own opening ceremony experience. 
Inspire+ are funding the cost of this trip so there is no cost to you.  Unfortunately, there will not be room on the coaches for parents so you will need to make your way to and from the stadium.  Due to the complexities of trying to arrange a meeting point at the stadium, even if parents are attending the event, we will bring all the children back to school for collection as normal.
As this is not a local trip, we need your permission for your child to attend. Please therefore complete the online Parentmail permission form by 0900 on 2 June  2025.  If you have any questions, please do not hesitate to contact us. We very much hope your child will be able to join us for what is always an inspiring day!
