Dear Parents of Current Y5 Children

Y6 PGL RESIDENTIAL TRIP – CAYTHORPE COURT – 3-5 JUNE 2026
We are delighted to confirm that we have now booked PGL for next academic year, from 3 June 2025 to 5 June 2026. 
The next stage of the process is for us to ascertain precise numbers of children who will be attending.  We do hope that all pupils will be able to take part.  It is a wonderful experience, which the children thoroughly enjoy.  Whilst on the trip, the children will acquire new skills and accomplish feats not previously undertaken, which in turn boost confidence and self-esteem.  The trip is one of the highlights of our Year 6 curriculum offer and is always talked about for some time afterwards!
For those of you whose children have not previously enjoyed a PGL experience, I will be uploading some slides and information onto your Y5 Seesaw accounts shortly, which you and your child will be able to watch.  It will give you more information and lots of insights into the trip, including photos.

We are planning a two-night trip for your children in 2026.  We have arranged to arrive on the PGL site by 9am on Wednesday 3 June 2026, so the children can experience a full day of activities.  We will then leave at lunchtime on Friday 5 June. 
Assuming all the pupils attend, we know that, at this stage, the cost per pupil will be £398.  This cost includes the following:  

· Transport to and from Caythorpe Court by bus 
· PGL board, lodgings and food
· PGL activities
· Administration costs

Please note that our many staff members, who accompany the children and support them through the daytime and evening activities, and across the nights, do so on a voluntary basis.  There is no cost for their attendance.

Final costs will depend upon the number of children attending, and how many coaches are required. If the cost stays at £398, payments will need to be made according to the following schedule:

· A first non-refundable payment of £40 by 23 June 2025
· A second non-refundable payment of £55 by 27 September 2025
· Five further payments of £49.60 due on 1 November 2025, 1 December 2025, 1 January 2026, 1 February 2026, 1 March 2026
· A final payment of £55 due on 1 April 2026.
Early next week, we will set up the instalments in the Payments section of Parentmail.  We will notify you when this is available.  Receipt of a payment will constitute your permission for your child to attend the trip and to the information contained in this letter.  Please be aware that if your child does not attend PGL, he/she will remain in school and attend lessons with another class for the duration of the visit.
Please note that we can only book places for children for whom a deposit has been received.  Whilst we can try and book places at a later stage, PGL cannot guarantee there will be space in our accommodation.  
If you wish, you can pay more or the whole sum in advance, but the entire amount must have been paid by 1 April 2026.  Please be aware that your child will not be allowed to board the coach unless payment in full has been received by the deadline stated above.
This trip is classed as an optional residential visit.  That means that it is not a required activity under the national curriculum.  Remissions are available for this activity if parents are in genuine financial difficulty, but funding is limited and there is no guarantee that all requests can be met.  Parents in receipt of certain benefits and/or whose children are eligible for pupil premium may request assistance with the costs of activities.  The school’s Charging & Remission Policy which relates to this is available on the school website.  If you think you could be eligible for a remission, please contact Mrs Town at the school office in confidence at the earliest opportunity.  Decisions regarding funding will be made at the discretion of the Principal on a case-by-case basis.
We very much hope that your child will be able to attend; it is a really enjoyable few days during which the children accomplish so much.
