I am delighted to inform you that the Y5/6 choir has been invited to perform in a joint concert with Stamford Choral Society directed by Jeremy Jepson, our resident piano and singing teacher here at Malcolm Sargent.

Everything has been confirmed and I am pleased to be able to give you all the details below.

The concert will take place on Saturday 28 June at 1800 at St Martin’s Church, High Street St Martin’s, Stamford PE9 2LF. It’s just a little way up from Pizza Express!

Stamford Choral Society is an adult choir which performs concerts regularly with Director Jeremy Jepson.  Our Y5/6 senior choir is featuring alongside the Choral Society, singing in joint pieces and singing our own solo pieces too. 

In preparation for the concert the children will continue to have rehearsals at school and there will be an extra rehearsal on the day, just to put everything together. This will begin promptly at 1630 and finish at 1730 when there will be a break before the concert at 1800. Children can bring a drink, preferably water, and a packed tea. 

A member of Malcolm Sargent staff will meet you at the entrance of each venue to sign the children in and direct them to where they will be rehearsing.

If your child needs medication e.g. an inhaler please give to Mrs Mills in a clearly named and labelled container on the day.

The safeguarding of children is of paramount importance and the children will always be accompanied by a member of staff from the school.

For the concert all children should wear summer uniform 

Tickets for the concert are available online at www.stamfordchoral.co.uk. Tickets are priced at £10 and concessionary prices for seniors/students/children. I do hope that the purchase of tickets will not be a barrier to your child performing. If there are any issues, please do get in touch.

Stamford Choral Society is a non-profit making organisation. Any monies made from the sale of the tickets go towards the cost of hiring the venue and a donation is made to our school which will be put towards the music department. Previous donations have helped reduce the cost of going to Young Voices for the choir,

This is a wonderful opportunity for your child, and I do hope you will be able to join us for this wonderful concert.  Please complete the online permission form by 0900 on Monday 9 June 2025.

This will be the final concert of the year for the choir and therefore the final rehearsal will be Wednesday 25 June. 

I would like to take this opportunity to thank you all or your continued support of the choir, We have had an incredibly successful year with lots of wonderful singing opportunities and I hope your child has enjoyed all of these experiences. 

I wish all the Y6 choir leavers all the very best of luck for their futures. They have been wonderful choir members, and I have truly enjoyed teaching them. They are a credit to you and to the school and they will be missed.
