Scaled Scores

Enclosed in your child’s report this year is the score which your child achieved in the summer tests for Maths, Reading, Grammar, Punctuation & Spelling and a teacher assessment judgement for Writing.
All the points your child achieved in a test are converted into a scaled score, which gives a clearer picture of your child’s achievement.  This scaled score helps to see more precisely how your child achieved against the national standard of the test, which is shown as a score of 100. 

A score close to 100, on either side, shows that your child is broadly in line with the national standard set for the test.  The difference between your child’s score and 100 shows more clearly just how far above or below the standard your child is currently achieving. 

A scaled score is a way of measuring your child’s achievement in a more transparent way than just having a grade. This is because a child may, for example, be only one test mark over the threshold or only just below it. You will see the exact Scaled Score on the results page entitled ‘Child’s results: End of KS2 Assessment Results 2025’ and then the ‘grade’ this equates to on the second page of the teacher report.
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
