Dear Parents of Children Eligible for Free School Meals
HOUSEHOLD SUPPORT FUND VOUCHERS – CHRISTMAS 2025
Lincolnshire County Council has advised that, under the Government’s Household Support Fund, a voucher payment of £80 should be made to all parents whose children are eligible for Free School Meals as at 14 November 2025.  This sum is to support communities with the provision of food, clothing and utilities over the Christmas period.  This voucher is not available to parents of children in FS-Y2 who qualify for Universal Infant Free School Meals, which is a different scheme. Eligibility granted after 14 November does not unfortunately entitle a parent to an HSF payment as it is not backdated.
If your child is eligible for Free School Meals as at today, 14 November 2025, you will be allocated a £80 voucher.  Please note that these vouchers are for spending at allocated supermarkets and are different to the vouchers for Holiday, Activities & Food (HAF) Club vouchers.  Details of the summer HAF Club will be sent to eligible families direct in due course.
We anticipate that vouchers will be sent to you during the week commencing 17 November 2025, but we will advise you as soon as the vouchers have been issued. You will receive one voucher per eligible child, so if you have three children, you will receive three vouchers. The voucher will be sent to the email address registered with the school.  If you are not sure which of your email addresses is registered with us, please contact the office.  Please be aware that the email address registered with Parentmail may not be the same email address we have at the office (as parents can update their Parentmail email address direct with Parentmail and without notification to us).

The voucher should be spent by the end of the holidays if possible.  

For all families or individuals who are in need and who may require additional support with food and bills (such as energy bills) the local authority will continue to work with organisations such as the Citizens’ Advice Bureau (CAB). Our Pastoral Team is also available to help you during term time with such matters, but during the school holidays, I would suggest that you contact the CAB on 03444 111444, your local authority on 01522 782030 or a foodbank via www.lincolnfoodpartnership.org.  
For parents living in Stamford, George’s Food Hub is available at local primary schools on most weekdays, including here on Mondays and Wednesdays between 1445 and 1615.  Its website is at:
