COMPUTER SCIENCE – SCRATCH JUNIOR
As part of our continued computer science teaching, we will be using a programme called Scratch Junior.  This is a visual programming language which allows students to create their own interactive stories, games and animations.  We have used this in school for a few years now, and it provides excellent step-by-step lessons for children to complete in order to grasp the principles of basic computer programming.

Please note that we will be processing your child’s data into Scratch using the legitimate business reason under GDPR and thus your consent is not required.  Limited data will be used to create your child’s account, such as your child’s first name and last name.  
If your child wishes to access Scratch from home, they will be able to do so with their school username.  However please be aware that Scratch is an open system and a small percentage of it may not be suitable for your child.  For that reason, we would advise that they are always supervised by an adult whilst accessing Scratch.  We have discussed this with the children as part of our e-safety curriculum.
