CHANGES TO THE SCHOOL DRESS CODE
As you may be aware, the government is introducing a new ruling regarding branded uniform, from 1 September 2026.  This is aimed at reducing the cost of school uniform by limiting the number of branded items to three. This change has been brought in so that parents can shop around and obtain the best value for the remaining items required by a school. Our Trustee Board has therefore reviewed our dress code to ensure that the school is fully compliant from the implementation date of 1 September 2026.  

Currently we have four branded items of uniform:

· Navy sweatshirt/cardigan

· Tie

· Green PE sweatshirt

· Green PE t-shirt

Following its review, the Trustee Board has decided that the school tie will no longer be a mandatory item from 1 September 2026.
The tie was introduced some years ago, following a uniform consultation with school parents, staff and children.  However, the current House Councillors had coincidentally already requested that the tie be made non-compulsory.  Removing the tie from the list of compulsory items will therefore not only enable the school to comply with government regulations but also allow the House Council to meet one of its objectives for the year.

You can continue to buy ties for your children to wear until current stocks are exhausted.  There is a limited number of ties at the office and at Shotbowl.

We will retain a stock of ties for use at future special events.

An updated copy of the Dress Code is attached for your information which comes into force from 1 January 2026 although will not be enforced until 1 September 2026. 

We hope that this information gives plenty of notice regarding this change and helps reduce the cost of buying school uniform.
