On Thursday 5 March, we will be celebrating World Book Day! 

At Malcolm Sargent Primary School, our promise is to make reading irresistible for all children so that they acquire a love of reading, books and authors. The whole week will be dedicated to reading for pleasure and picture-book related literacy to engage our students and encourage them to read more!

The Scholastic Book Fair will also be returning on Thursday 5 March and will be with us through to Tuesday 10 March, based in the covered area between EYFS and Y1.  You will be able to browse and purchase books from the wide selection available. Every book you buy means the school receives 60% commission to spend on new books!  We have already sent out an email asking for parents to sign up to help us run the fair (with full training provided) so if you can help, please access the Parentmail online form and add your name!
As usual, each child will be given a £1 World Book Day voucher which can be spent at the Book Fair and at local book shops. Vouchers will come home with the children in their book bags in the week commencing Monday 23 February.
We recognise that finding costumes for children to wear at these events can be difficult but please remember that:

· Children can come to school dressed as a character who wears ‘regular’ clothes such as Harry Potter, Charlie Bucket from Charlie & The Chocolate Factory or Lola from Charlie & Lola.
