Dear Parents of Y1 Children

TRIP TO HAMERTON ZOO PARK - MONDAY 18 MAY 2026
As part of our Geography and Science units of work this term, we have arranged for the children to visit Hamerton Zoo Park. This will allow the children to explore a range of animals from tigers, lemurs and anteaters to kookaburras and tortoises, specifically learning about where the animals come from and how we categorise groups of animals. 
Under the school’s Charging and Remissions Policy, this activity is classed as optional.  That means that it is not a required activity under the national curriculum.  To make the trip viable, we are requesting a voluntary contribution from parents to cover the cost of the transport, entrance fee and activities of £12 per child.  There is no obligation for parents to contribute, and I would reassure you that no child will be excluded from this activity simply because their parents are unwilling or unable to pay. However, if insufficient voluntary contributions are raised to fund this activity, and the school cannot fund it via another source, the activity will be cancelled.  A Parentmail Payment Form has now been raised on ParentMail to allow you to pay online.  The deadline for payment to be received to allow for cancellation is 1000 on Monday 4 May 2026.
Payment of the voluntary contribution will give us your consent for your child to attend the trip.
Remissions are available for this activity if parents are in genuine financial difficulty.  However, funding is limited and there is no guarantee that all requests can be met.  Parents in receipt of certain benefits, such as those applicable to Free School Meals, may request assistance with the costs of activities by contacting Mrs Town at the school office in confidence at the earliest opportunity.  Decisions regarding funding will be made at the discretion of the Principal on a case-by-case basis.

Children should be at school at 0830 on the day of their trip, ready to leave school around 0900.  We will leave Hamerton Zoo promptly at 1400 and hope to arrive back at school by 1500 depending on traffic.  If we are running late, we will notify school so that they can send out a Parentmail text.  For this reason, please ensure that your details are up to date on Parentmail. We ask that children wear school uniform to make them easily identifiable on the trip.  Please make sure that a raincoat and the snacks, drink and packed lunch are all in a small rucksack for your child to carry.

The children need to bring packed lunch.  Please remember that we are a healthy school and the pack up should not contain nuts, fizzy drinks, sweets or chocolate bars. Please remember to login to SchoolGrid to cancel your child’s pre-ordered lunch.   You will need to provide additional healthy drinks and snacks for during the day.  If your child is entitled to a free school meal, please contact Mrs Bell at the school office so that she can make the appropriate arrangements.  Dolce requires one week’s notice to make a packed lunch so please ensure you arrange this with Mrs Bell by no later than 0900 on Friday 9 May 2025.
If your child has an asthma inhaler or auto-adrenaline injector in school, we will take these with us automatically. If your child needs any other medication such as for travel sickness, please either hand the correct dose of the medicine to your child’s class teacher on the morning of the trip in a sealed envelope, clearly labelled with the medication name, child’s name, dose amount and time.  

If you would like to volunteer to help with a group of children on this trip, please speak to your child’s class teacher.

This will be an amazing day for your child, and I do hope they will all be able to attend.
