You have been sent this letter because you have signed your child up to be part of the Y6 Drama Club’s performance of ‘The Lion King Jnr’.

This letter has all the information needed. Please read all the information and hand the audition forms to Mrs Mills by Monday 23 February

The children who would like to join should be able to commit to weekly Tuesday rehearsals between 1515 and 1630 in the spring terms.  In the summer term, the rehearsal time will increase, as we will require longer sessions to allow us to run through the play in its entirety. You will be notified of the new end time in due course

With your child, please choose which role they would like and fill out the form below. 

Auditions for any speaking roles will begin straight after half term on TUESDAY 24 FEBRUARY 2026 and singing auditions will be TUESDAY 3 MARCH.

Your child will have been given a short part of the script to prepare for the audition. This is for anyone who would like a speaking part. The children will choose one part to learn, either Scar or Young Simba. They should try and learn if off by heart, so without using the script. 

Your child will audition with of the rest of the drama club and the drama teaching team. It will be a very supportive audition. If your child is nervous, that’s fine; it’s completely natural to feel nervous. It means they care! Mistakes in the audition are totally fine, so don’t worry. I am looking for potential so always just do your best.

This is what I’m looking for:

· Has your child tried to learn the part from memory, it is much better to act the lines rather than just reading them off the page.
· A clear, loud voice where I can hear spoken words.
· Expression in your child’s voice; have they thought about the character?
· Acting skills; your child should use their arms, facial expressions, body movements and the stage area to bring the character to life.



There are different characters and roles in The Lion King.  There are some main roles which required singing solo and your child will need to audition. Auditions will also be required for some other roles which have lines and/or solo singing. There are then some ensemble parts which means your child be dancing, part of a group of animals or part of the scenery. Those children who are in the ensemble will need to sing as part of the whole group, but no audition will be required.  Finally, there is the technical team which is in charge of props, scenery, lighting and sound and no audition will be required.  Boys and girls may audition for male or female roles.

	Young Simba
	A curious, eager lion who will one day be king, sings a solo


	Young Nala
	A brave lioness and Simba’s best friend


	Sarafina
	A lioness, Nala’s mother, a few lines


	Banzai
	A scruffy male hyena who serves Scar


	Shenzi
	A tough female hyena who serves Scar


	Ed
	A dim-witted male hyena who serves Scar


	Timon
	A sarcastic, outgoing meerkat who lives in the jungle, sings a solo


	Pumbaa
	A gentle, kind-hearted warthog and Timon’s best friend, sings a solo


	Older Simba
	A lion prince who is unsure of his own identity. He runs away to eventually return as a young adult lion to take his place as King of the Pride lands, sings a solo

	Older Nala
	A lioness who makes difficult decisions and stands up for what she believes in, sings a solo

	Ensemble
	These include:
Lionesses, hyenas, various animals, dancers, grasslands, wildebeest
