The children will be given a football kit but will require boots and shinpads (joggers and sweatshirt if cooler weather).  They should also have with them a coat/waterproof, if required and a drink. The kit must be returned, cleaned and washed as soon as possible after the match to Mr Keenan, Mr Kavanagh or me, direct, ready for the next match on Tuesday the following week.
If your child requires an inhaler/auto-adrenaline injector, these will automatically be taken with us to the matches moving forwards. If your child requires any other medication, please complete the form below appropriately, providing all the necessary information.
Parents are welcome to attend the match and support the team but please remember to respect the referee and their decisions and ensure only positive comments are voiced.
