All children, including Special Needs children are supported through our Inclusive Quality First support as follows:
	· Quality First teaching (also known as universal provision), is the most effective and most important way in which children with special educational needs are supported. It offers inclusive, day-to-day support and adjustments within the classroom, from adults that are embedded within our teaching and learning approaches, routines and systems. It facilities success for children with special educational needs, but also supports all children through making adjustments to the style and ways in which we deliver education that are beneficial to learning. These approaches are well researched evidence-based strategies that are recommended by expert professionals, and commonly called ‘best practice’. Our universal strategies are shown below:
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We say out loud instructions as well as write them down.

We talk about our maths as much as possible.

We explore different ways of solving the same problem.

We use concrete resources fo demonstrate how it works.

We use pictures and diagrams fo represent the maths,

We use our pencils o draw and note down how maths works.

We are taught liftie and often, the key skills and basic facts.
