To minimise disruption, you will only be able to enter or exit the sports days via the gates at the end of the field on Dundee Drive.  This gate will be manned by a staff member from 15 minutes before the event’s start time until the start of the event. At that point, it will be locked for security. There will be no access to sports days from the front of school. Latecomers will need to be chaperoned to the field via the office.

Please note that these are competitive sports days facilitated through a caring and supportive atmosphere.  We think it is important for children to enjoy physical activity and to learn about being part of a competition, supporting each other and celebrating individual and personal achievements. There is a similar ethos in our non-sporting competitions such as our talent competition, spelling bee event, art exhibition, choir competitions etc.
