GEORGE’S FOOD HUB & ALLERGIES

Recently, we have been liaising with George Hetherington, of George’s Food Hub, regarding food allergies, as we are aware that some children are picking up bread and pastries from the Food Hub after school.  

In correspondence, George has advised us that the pastries received from supermarkets are mixed, so foods with nuts and seeds are received in the same box together.  This causes a cross-contamination issue.  George tells us that he will be displaying allergy notices at all the Hubs as soon as possible, in line with the notices which he already displays at other venues in the Food Hub network.

We will be raising this with the children in assemblies, especially those in Y5/6 who walk home alone and who may collect a pastry or other food from the Hub on their way home. Please also discuss this with your children directly as it is entirely possible that children may be collecting foods to eat on their way home, walking with another child who is allergic to ie nuts.

In school, children are not allowed to stop off at the Hub after school and before their clubs to prevent cross-contamination in school and we will also be talking to the specific children whom we know do this directly.

Your support with these conversations to prevent a potentially severe allergic reaction is appreciated.
