Dear Parents and Carers of Y6 Children

RESIDENTIAL VISIT TO PGL - WEDNESDAY 3 JUNE TO FRIDAY 5 JUNE 2026
Parental Consent/Pupil Details Form 

Under the General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR), we require your consent to provide pupil information to third parties. This includes PGL.  I am therefore attaching a form for you to complete, sign, date and return to me by Friday 8 May.  I will then forward the information to PGL on your behalf in one batch.
Departure

Children should arrive at the front of school by the layby/KS1 entrances on Wednesday 3 June between 0715 and 0730, Children should be dressed appropriately for physical activities, including long-sleeved top and full-length trousers.  Here, class teachers will register the children; inhalers/adrenaline injectors will also be distributed appropriately to those that require them to carry themselves. Children should leave their large case/holdall with staff by the layby and then make their way (with their small backpack) into the KS1 playground.  Parents may wait on the playground too, if you wish, but we ask you to leave the front of school clear to ease congestion. As we have activities scheduled as soon as we arrive at PGL, we need to depart promptly at 0800.
Packed Lunch 

In the small backpack mentioned above, please provide your child with a packed lunch for Wednesday 3 June with a drink. If your child is eligible for free school meals and you wish us to provide a packed lunch, please contact Mrs Bell at the office.  She will be able to order a lunch for you but please be aware that Dolce needs one clear week’s notice of packed lunches, so you will need to contact her by no later than 20 May (taking half term into account).  In addition, ensure that your child brings a refillable (named) water bottle with them.  It is important that children remain hydrated and have plenty of food to fuel them for the long day.  A showerproof coat should also be included in the rucksack, together with a sunhat and sun cream as we will primarily spend the day outside. Please note that children will not have access to their large bags until the evening so anything for that first day must be in the small rucksack.
Pocket Money 

No money should be taken on this trip.  The small shop is not available on this visit.
Medication 

If your child requires medication, this will be noted from the information forms completed.  We require one of these to be completed for each child.  A copy is attached.  Please ensure that any medication is clearly named together with the dose and time(s).  
The medication must be handed directly to Mrs Buck/Mrs Seager the Friday to Monday before departure, please.  They will ask you to sign an additional form, so please do not send medication into school for your child to hand over.  They will be in Mrs Buck’s office.  Both Mrs Buck and Mrs Seager are qualified paediatric first aiders and are additionally qualified in the administration of medication.  We are unable to accept medication on the morning we depart (unless previously agreed), due to the need to set-off promptly, and for medication to be checked correctly in good time. Any travel sickness medication should be given by parents before we depart, please.  
Accommodation 

PGL will confirm exactly which accommodation block is allocated to us before our visit. This will have restricted access; only our staff and PGL staff are permitted to enter, via a security code.

Note that there will be no water-based activities.
Return and Collection 

We will return on Friday 5 June between approximately 1415 and 1430. You will be able to collect your child from the KS1 playground (not as the children disembark the bus on Empingham Road, please) from that time if you wish; otherwise they can be collected at the normal home time.  Unfortunately, siblings will need to be collected at the normal time of 1510 to avoid multiple disruptions to classrooms and lessons.
If it is raining, children need to be collected from their classroom. If we experience a significant delay, we will notify the school, which will send you a Parentmail text.  Siblings will need to be collected at normal home time to minimise disruption to the rest of the school. 

If a non-family member is collecting your child, please inform your child’s teacher prior to us leaving for PGL. We will not let children walk home alone until normal home time. 

Earrings 

Children are advised to remove earrings for all the activities (however small studs are allowed). If not studs, please ensure that they wear earrings they are able to remove themselves or not wear any while we are away. PGL do not allow the use of tape over non-stud earrings. When safety helmets are being warn, children need to ensure that their hair is securely tucked inside. Therefore, please provide hair bobbles/ties if needed.
Contact 

In the event of an emergency please telephone the school in the first instance on 01780 756056 between 0830 and 1600. Outside that time, a message can be left, which the office team will pick up later. If immediate contact with the team on site is essential, you may call the PGL site office on 01400 273733.  As a final resort then the number 07769 321379 can be used, but please only use if in a real emergency. 

Electrical items 

Children are not allowed to take electrical items with them, either on the coach or at the centre. This includes hairdryers/hair straighteners and computer games. Under no circumstances will the use of mobile phones be allowed by children. The children will not need to phone home and I am sure you understand that this can be unsettling for them. Please rest assured that we will contact you if we have any problems or your child is unduly unsettled.

Photos

We will take photos of the children whilst we are away and children can bring their own camera to record their exciting adventure. They will have sole responsibility for this. Please do not share images of other children on social media without the consent of a parent.

We would like to keep you updated with our adventures and share some photos with families at home via Seesaw (and later via the school website). The aim is for a short daily blog to be uploaded at the end of each day (internet dependent) so please check that you have access to Seesaw before we depart.  Please let your class teacher know if you need a reminder of your Seesaw login code.
Please complete the permission slip below to enable us to include your child on the Seesaw posts and return it by Friday 8 May.  In addition, we intend to include some of the photos in our Y6 Leavers’ book.  Please indicate your permission for this too.  We will tell you more about this book later in the year.
I hope this answers any queries you may have.  Please do not hesitate to speak to me, or another member of the Y6 team, if you have any further questions.
