Dear Parents 
MUSIC CONCERT OF AMERICAN MUSIC – BIRMINGHAM SYMPHONY HALL ON SUNDAY 7 JUNE 2026
Thank you for your earlier interest in your child attending a classical music concert. I am now looking to reserve tickets and confirm attendance for this school trip on Sunday 3 June to attend Birmingham Symphony Hall in a concert of American favourites. 

The City Of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra (CBSO) will be playing a concert of American music including favourites such as Hoe-Down, West Side Story and music from the film, The Princess And The Frog at the world-renowned Birmingham Symphony Hall.

We have booked a bus to transport children to the concert leaving school at 1100 on 3 June.  We aim to be back at school by about 1830, depending on traffic.  If we are running late, we will send parents a text by Parentmail so please ensure your push notifications are turned on and that we have your current mobile number registered on Parentmail. Your child will need a packed lunch and water bottle, even if your child is eligible for Free School Meals as the trip is on a Sunday and our school kitchen will be closed. Please ensure if your child has travel sickness that they are given medication prior to the trip. 
Tickets for this concert are heavily subsidised. However, this still only represents a small proportion of the overall cost, which will incur a significant expense to the school. We are therefore requesting a contribution of £5 per child to help towards the costs. 
If your child would like to attend, please complete the online Parentmail Form.  Booking for Y6 children will close at 0900 on Friday 8 May.  Payment of the £5 will then be requested but we will be able to offer remissions to children on Free School Meals or Pupil Premium on request.  As this trip is entirely voluntary, is extra-curricular and running outside school hours, it will require a contribution of £5, for those not entitled to a remission. In the event of oversubscription to this trip, names will be drawn out of a hat for all those parents who have completed the Parentmail Form by the deadline.
We are very pleased to be able to offer this experience and look forward to listening to some fantastic live music. This trip was very popular last year, and the children had a memorable experience.
