Dear Parent of Children in Y4-6
AFTER-SCHOOL KWIK CRICKET CLUB – EVERY THURSDAY
The Kwik cricket club which has been running after school on Thursdays since the start of summer term 1 will continue this term, and we are now able to open it up to pupils in Y4, and pupils in Y5/6 who have not already joined. Please note that if your child already has a place, you do not need to apply again; they will retain their place. If your child has a place and they no longer wish to participate, please contact Mrs Watkinson at the school office so they can be removed from the list.
The club takes place on Thursdays and will run between 1510 and 1600 every week. New joiners for this term are invited to start from Thursday 11th June. The final day for the club will be Thursday 16 July 2026.  In the event of bad weather, an indoor activity will be planned.  There will be no charge for this club.  

At the end of the school day, the children should make their way to the Y5/6 cloakroom where an adult will be waiting for them.  At the end of the session, the children should be collected from the Y3 gate by the staff car park. 

Children attending the club should wear PE kit for the day (including shorts/t-shirt if it is hot, and joggers/sweatshirt if it is cooler) even if it is not their usual PE day.  No protective equipment is required as we play with plastic bats and soft balls.  Children should also have with them water bottles (which can be filled at the end of the day from a water fountain or drinking water tap) and a snack.  

Inhalers and AAIs will be brought from class to the field if any children attending the club require them.  If your child requires any other medication after school, please mark the online Parentmail form accordingly.
Please complete the online Parentmail Form by 1000 on Monday 8 June if you would like your child to attend this club. In the case of oversubscription, priority will be given to older children and those who have already participated in school cricket matches previously. Once the closing date has passed, we will notify you either way if your child has a place.

This club has already proved very popular, and we are expecting it to be so again, so to retain their place, your child will need to attend regularly, and participate with enthusiasm, whilst following the rules of the game and the instructions of the adults running the club.  
Please sign up to only one club per day for your child.  If your child is not allocated a place at their first choice of club, please contact the school office and we will be pleased to allocate them a place at another club which is not over-subscribed, if available.
